“In the meantime,
investigators and the billion-dollar defendant
blamed her. Everyone was against her,” Callahan
says. "l decided to wait and give her a chance to
tell me what happened. And when she did, there
was no way | could not stand for her.”

Callahan says his firm represents “regular folks” in
trucking crashes, defective products cases, drill-
ing rig and pipeline injuries, industrial workplace
injuries and maritime accidents.

MORE THAN THE LAW In addition to his law
degree, Callahan has a bachelor’s degree in mechan-
ical engineering that allows him “to better under-
stand the physics behind why an accident happens,
the cause[s] and what could have prevented it.”

“Success as a people’s trial lawyer is about hard
work, focus and preparation,” he says. “But most
importantly, | believe it's about being human and
real. At the end of the day, there is no greater
honor than getting justice for a deserving client.”
